The proposal should demonstrate a clear appreciation of the current state of scientific knowledge and technical development in this area.  It should also identify and justify strategic context and rationale including a description of the project aligns with the goals of the INFOMAR programme.

4. Scientific and technical quality of the proposal


The objectives and targets should be clearly outlined.  The specific outcomes, outputs and benefits of the project must be stated. 

5. Scientific quality/track record of the proposers
Outline the track-record and qualifications of the project team in relation to their capability to realise the objectives of the proposed project.

Project teams can consist of, 3rd Level Institutions, Public/Private Research Performer, SMEs or any combination of these acting in collaboration and bringing together complementary skills and expertise.
